VA SCAM WARNING  

 

The VA is warning Veterans not to give credit card numbers, bank routing information or any personal 

and financial information over the phone to callers claiming to update, confirm, or verify VA-related 

information.VA simply does not call Veterans and ask them to disclose personal financial information over the 

phone.  

             A Veteran targeted by scammers alerted the VA, saying that someone called claiming to be with the 

VA pharmacy and asking a lot of questions. The caller ID indicated that the incoming call was from 1-888-555

-1234. There are a number of scams associated with this number, and it's been reported that the callers will call 

repeatedly and become aggressive. They will claim to subsist a VA employee saying your medical card is 

expired and the Veterans must send  a check for a certain dollar amount for a renewal.  In other versions, the 

caller says that your bank account is listed on a public computer in an effort to get it removed; you need to 

verify your bank information. Be leery of any calls originating from this number. 

           The VA has not changed its process for dispensing prescriptions or for enrollment. Nor has the VA 

changed its long-standing commitment to protect personal information of this nation's Veterans.  Veterans with 

questions about VA services should call 1-877-222-8387, or the nearest VA medical center.

The American Legion applauds new  VA Gulf War Task Force Report 

 
WASHINGTON (April 1, 2010)  - The leader of the nationôs largest veterans organization has 

commended the Secretary of Veterans Affairs for the work of an internal task force that reviewed the agencyôs 

approach and practices in addressing the unique health care needs of Gulf War veterans.  Secretary Eric 

Shinseki has announced release of a final draft report from the task forceôs interdisciplinary panel of experts. It 

will be published in the Federal Register this week. 

Research consistently indicates that of the nearly 700,000 veterans who served in the 1990-91 war, 

more than 25 to 32 percent are suffering from a complex of multiple symptoms, variously defined, over and 

above rates found in their contemporaries who did not serve in the Gulf War theatre of operations.   

Reacting to news of the reportôs release, The American Legionôs National Commander, Clarence E. 

Hill, said, ñThe nearly 100 page draft report and the work it reflects will certainly help to assure our Gulf War 

veterans that they have not been forgotten and that even though nearly 20 years have passed, their government 

is still working hard to address their health concerns and needs.ò  

According to VA, this comprehensive review, which was initiated by VA Secretary Shinseki in August 

2009, reflects, in his view, a cultural and institutional change within the Department as it transforms into a 21st 

century organization that is people-centric, results-driven, and forward-thinking.  The task forceôs overall 

mission, says the VA Secretary, was to identify gaps in services and develop action plans with the goal of 

meeting the needs of Gulf War veterans and improving their level of satisfaction with VA services.  

        The main areas addressed in the report for which specific recommendations and action plans were 

provided include partnerships, benefits, clinician education and training, ongoing scientific reviews and 

population based surveillance, enhanced medical surveillance of potential hazardous exposures, research and 

development, and outreach.          

ñThe American Legion has closely monitored VAôs Gulf War programs and services since 1991 and 

my staff provided information and comment to the task force during its review.  We are eager to thoroughly 

review the report and we are optimistic that our major concerns have been addressed,ò Commander Hill added. 

Founded in 1919, the 2.5 million-member American Legion is the nationôs preeminent service 

organization for veterans of the U.S. armed forces, including active duty, National Guard and Reserves, and 

their families.  A powerful voice for veterans in Washington, The American Legion drafted the original GI Bill 

and was instrumental in establishing the agency that today is the federal Department of Veterans Affairs. 

At our last Legion Funeral Service held for George Ezelle there was 18 members there to do the Service and I 

just want to say thank you!  It was such a nice turn out and I know the family was impressed with the service.  

It shows that we support and respect our members even when there gone.  If anyone else would like to be apart 

of  a service, please contact our Post Chaplin Harry Hill at (410) 257-7662 and ask to be added to the call list 

for any future services.
